 STREET SERVICES DEPARTMENT  
SWEEPING

PATCHING 
The Street Services crew will be patching potholes and curb lines throughout the City in preparation 
for upcoming pavement management projects. This may require intermittent lane closures and 
possible temporary road closures as work is performed. Motorists are advised to use caution and 
expect delays in these areas.   
 

PAVEMENT MARKINGS 
Traffic Operations crews are repainting crosswalks throughout the City, weather permitting. The 
work will continue for the remainder of the season. There will be intermittent lane closures while 
crews are painting. Drivers are advised to watch for traffic control to stay safe and avoid driving 
through fresh paint. Please use caution and expect delays while work is being performed. 
 

 WATER DEPARTMENT 
WATER MAINLINE REPLACEMENT – TANAGER DR., HERON AVE. AND ORIOLE AVE.  
Starting Saturday, June 26, 2025, work hours between 6:30 AM – 5:00 PM, Monday to Thursday. The 

Water Department will be replacing the water mainlines on S. Arthur Ave. between W. Whitman St. 

and S. Main St. Expect street closures and restricted parking to be in place during construction. 

Efforts will be made to provide local access and access to properties will be restored daily. Please be 

advised to use caution and expect delays while work is being performed. 

 WATER POLLUTION CONTROL 
SEWER MAINLINE MAINTENANCE  
Crews will continue jetting and cleaning sewer mainlines throughout the City. Motorists may 
experience delays or lane closures while crews are performing the work. 
 

 IDAHO TRANSPORTATION DEPARTMENT  
I-86/I-15 SYSTEM INTERCHANGE COMPLEX PROJECT  
Work continues June 30, 2025, crews will be performing chip seal work to preserve the newly 
constructed roadways. This work will require various lane closures on I-15, I-86, and the interchange 
ramps. Striping crews will also be working to repaint roadway lane lines. The travelling public is 
advised to slow down, watch for construction crews, and drive cautiously while this work is being 
performed.

Road closures including: South 1st Avenue & the 
Benton Street overpass (parade line-up), East Lewis Street, East Center Street, South Union Pacific 
Avenue, West Bonneville Street, and Main Street (parade route), and will end at Concentrix parking 
lot on South Main Street & West Sublette Street. Road closures will start at 7:00 AM as volunteers 
set up and no parking signs will be put in place. Parade start time is 9:30 AM to 11:30 AM. It includes 
120 entries, 300 vehicles, bands and the World-Famous Budweiser Clydesdales. Let’s plan on having 
a fun and safe Independence Day, expect increased pedestrian traffic and vehicle delays in this area.
